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SECURING THE TRANSIT VEHICLE

To safely and effectively secure and protect the transit vehicle in both normal and unusual circumstances: 

1. If possible, move the vehicle to a safe location off the roadway.  If the vehicle has been involved in an accident, only move the vehicle if it is in an unsafe location where harm may come to the vehicle and passengers.

2. Place the vehicle in PARK, set the brakes and shut off the engine. 

3. Turn on the four-way hazard flasher signals.

4. If the vehicle is on a grade, turn the front wheels to either the right or the left depending on which direction would minimize rollaway and block the rear wheels against the grade.

5. Put out triangles if the vehicle is not in a completely safe location.

A. If on a two-lane road, place one triangle 100 feet or more to the rear of the vehicle or around any curve or over the top of any hill and aligned with the center of the vehicle.  Place a second triangle 10 feet to the rear of the vehicle and aligned with the traffic side of the vehicle.  Place a third triangle 100 feet or more in front of the vehicle or around any curve or over the top of any hill and aligned with the center of the vehicle.

B. If on a four-lane or divided highway, place one triangle 200 feet or more to the rear of the vehicle or around any curve or over the top of any hill and aligned with the center of the vehicle.  Place a second triangle 100 feet to the rear of the vehicle and aligned with the traffic side of the vehicle.  Place the third triangle 10 feet to the rear of the vehicle and aligned with the traffic side of the vehicle. 

In any other circumstance, put out triangles using common sense and in a way that will steer traffic from both directions around the vehicle.
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
