11.  ____   If sheltering is in place, have Floor Wardens take head counts of personnel. Advise everyone to remain off cell phones, land lines, and away from windows. Close doors and windows.

12.  ____   Determine if vehicles on-site will be relocated to another base (VDC only).

13.  ____   Keep Transit Control Center (###-###-####) advised of incident status.
14.  ____   Preserve all recordings and photos. 
15.  ____   When area is declared safe by fire incident commander, IC and Floor Wardens oversee damage assessment and personnel head count/name check.
